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3. Replacing Pod R-Kits

4. Unscrew the flow switch from the pod and remove
(see Figure 2).

A. Replacing the Pod Plugs

1. Ensure that all power to the power pack and the
controller is disconnected by unplugging the power
pack from the power source.

2. Shut off any necessary valves to prevent any water
loss.

3. Unscrew each of the three (3) plugs from the pod
and replace.

4. Reconnect the power.

B. Replacing the Pod Flow Switch

Ensure that all power to the power pack and the
controller is disconnected by unplugging the power
pack from the power source.

2. Shut off any necessary valves to prevent any water
loss.

3. Unplug the flow switch cable from the power pack.

5. Install the new flow switch making sure the arrow
on the flow switch points in the direction of the
water flow. Make sure the switch is in line with the
pipe (see Figure 3).

The arrow on the flow switch
must point in the direction of
_the water flow

Align the flow switch
with the pipe.

6. Plug the flow switch cable into the power pack.

7. Reconnect the power.
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C. Replacing the Pod Flow Switch and
Pod Housing

1. Ensure that all power to the power pack and the
controller is disconnected by unplugging the power
pack from the power source.

2. Shut off any necessary valves to prevent any water
loss.

3. Unplug the flow switch cable from the power pack.

4. Unscrew the flow switch from the pod and remove
(see Figure 2).

5. Remove the locking ring. If necessary, use the
locking ring tool (R0512600).
6. Remove and replace the pod housing.

7. Position the locking ring in proper alignment,
making sure the bump aligns with the top thread
(see Figure 4).

NOTE Ensure the locking ring is level when engaging
the threading clamp (see Figure 6).

9. Plug the flow switch cable into the power pack.

10. Reconnect the power.
